OVER THE COUNTER MEDICINES: make sure the medications will not expire in 12 months.
**1. Multivitamins with essential vitamins like Centrum and Centrum Kids.
**2. Benadryl (generic name is Diphenhydramine Hydrocloride) Generic is fine.
**3. Antacids with Calcium like Rolaids or Tums
**4. Ear Wax removal system ear drops
5. Cold medications, decongestants
6. Selsun or Selsun Blue Shampoo (make sure it has Selenium Sulfide 1% as active ingredient)
7. Hydrogen Peroxide
8. Non-sedating antihistamines like Claritan (or generic Loratidine)
MEDICAL SUPPLIES:
**1. Good quality 1” masking tape (used to secure sterilization packages)
**2. Rolled sheet bandages made from used sheets. Widths should be 3”, 4” or 5”. The diameter of the rolled bandages should be 2-3”. Secure end with a stitch or a rubber band. 
**3. Infant and children’s hospital gowns
4. Cleaned empty prescription -sized pill bottles.
5. Kerlix-type bandages and dressings
6. Playtex-type heavy-duty rubber cleaning gloves (sizes med to x-large)
7. Cotton balls
8. Stackable rectangular plastic hospital basins
9. New or slightly used hand towels (bath towels can be cut in half and hemmed) No white and please write on the with permanent marker: Bongolo Hospital
　
DENTAL SUPPLIES:
1. Toothpaste
2. Toothbrushes
3. Dental floss
EYE CLINIC SUPPLIES:
**1. Eye drops such as Murine, Artificial Tears, and anti-allergy drops (none with vaso-
constrictors in them)
**2. Non-prescription UV-ray blocking sunglasses (for after cataract surgery)
3. New, inexpensive reading glasses of various strengths with a case. 
SURGICAL SUPPLIES:
**1. Blue OR towels (obtained from hospitals)
**2. Fenestrated large cloth operating room drapes to go over the patient during surgery. Size approximately 124” long and 50-66 “ wide . Many hospitals are changing from cloth to disposable OR linens, so we suggest you call your local hospital and see if they might want to get rid of their cloth OR drapes. **3. OR sterilization wraps sizes 12”x12”, 24”x24”, 36”x36”, or 48”x48”. Contact Coleen if you want information on how to make them.

MATERNITY:
**1. Preemie Onesies like the ones sold at Wal-Mart
**2. Preemie caps: out of soft stockinet or cloth preferable. If hand-knitted, use soft, fine baby yarn. Solid colors preferred.
**3. Preemie sized baby booties or socks
4. Soft, thin (it’s hot here) receiving blankets
5. Preemie and 0-3 month pacifiers
6. Bulb syringes
7. Preemie sized disposable diapers
8. Newborn and 0-3 month sized onesies
UNIFORMS:
**1. Good quality white lab coats (good used or new) for men and women, sizes medium to XXL
**2. Solid colored scrub uniforms (good used or new) sizes: medium to XXL
**3. Light blue and white gingham material for student uniforms, about 3 yards per uniform. We will have a local tailor make them. We need 24 uniforms for next fall.
4. Full length short sleeved or sleeveless smocks for housekeepers, solid or print cotton/polyester
