BONGOLO HOSPITAL: LEBAMBA, GABON 2012
We thank you so much for partnering with us through prayer and in giving your time and money to help us out with items that we need. You will note that the list is similar to last year’s, but with some new needs and priorities. 
We ask you to please send 3 different types of items in each package. If you have more types, then put each type in a plastic bag, so it is easier to put away.
Here are some ways of getting your package to us: 
1. For light weight items like cotton balls, you might want to send them airmail to the Bongolo Hospital (Use the mission address: BP 13.021, Libreville, Gabon).
2. The US Postal System’s International Priority Flat rate boxes. These boxes aren’t very big, but they are good for heavier items (like Multivitamins, Antacids, etc) who have an expiration date on them. Again, send them to the Libreville address. 
3. Gabon shipments (usually twice a year). Often, there is some space available in these containers for a limited amount of packages. Coleen Lofgren, former missionary nurse, (coliemark@northlc.com)is in charge of informing you of when these shipments go out, where to send them, and other instructions. If you want to be on the Bongolo Hospital Supporter’s list, e-mail your name and e-mail address to her so you’ll know when the shipments are going out. Due to the fact that sending a container is expensive and the packages need to be trucked down from Libreville to Bongolo, we ask you to send $10 per cubic foot for each package to the C&MA Headquarters. The cost of a 40 foot container all the way to Bongolo, including port charge, etc. is $12,000. Please limit the size of the boxes to a total of 70” (width +length+height) unless you have special permission. 
Another possibility to help us would be to send funds to our account at the C&MA Headquarters for medical supplies, shipping and customs.
